THOMASVILLE RAILROAD RS1 FOR

MICROSOFT TRAIN SIMULATOR
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HISTORY


During the 1940’s, with the increase in traffic over the Thomasville Railroad, the company needed a more efficient engine capable of working the newly renovated 8-track Traxington 22nd Street Yard, along with the ability to handle the Coal Mining branches running into West Virginia and Virginia. 


During the Railroad’s 1940 Improvement plan, the company moved its shops from Traxington City Limits, and also made 22nd Street Yard the major Classification Terminal, while also replacing the old servicing terminals.


To put an end to the endless book of increasing problems with the roads yard switchers, the company was given two choices: They could spend a few million and electrify the yard with 11,000 Watt overhead similar to the Pennsylvania Railroad’s, or buy new diesels. 


The company placed an order to American Locomotive Company for four RS1’s. Alco delivered engines 60-64. in early 1942, just in time to stop the Capacity crunch from taking its toll on 22nd Street Yard. The RS1s were delivered wearing Thomasville Railroad’s Early Red with Yellow striping, and lasted until Conrail’s acquirement of the bankrupt company in 1985, while Nos. 60 & 62 remained in service, working the last of the TVRR’s coal Branches. They were finally scrapped in July 1990, but not until after the last of the former TVRR Coal Branches was shut down. Below is the last color photo of Number 60, as she appeared in 1985, still looking new, despite the paint scheme being over a decade old.
